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Roy Eccleston's profile of Kevin Foley stood out head and shoulders 
above the other entries.

It had the readability, the news making power, the topicality and the 
authority that takes journalism to its best levels. Every young journalist 
should look at this piece of writing to learn from it ...  

whether they are in broadcast or print journalism ...  it shows a master 
wordsmith at work.

Here's an editor who had a good idea, got up from his desk, approached 
the subject, did several interviews and the background research, then 
wrote the feature article under the noses of every other newsman and 
woman in town -- and scooped them all.

The result shows us a Kevin Foley we didn't know, but who is 
nevertheless not diminished by Eccleston's elegant prose.

He got two, not just one, front page leads in the newspaper itself, one 
on the day of publication and a second on the following Wednesday,  
plus the in-depth feature in the Advertiser's SA Weekend magazine.

Our city needs more penetrating journalism like this.
